Prior to July 1, 2019, the performance of the composite represents the performance
that occurred while members of the management team were affiliated with prior firms. The composite has been examined for the periods November 1, 2007 to June 30, 2019 while at another firm. The prior firm,
LCP, was verified for the periods November 1, 2007 to June 30, 2019.

The Corporate strategy seeks to outperform the benchmark by investing in high quality fixed income securities across the government, corporate and structured markets, focusing on U.S. investment grade
corporate debt. Derivatives may make up a part of the Corporate strategy, as the Firm utilizes futures, forwards, and interest rate swaps in its efforts to achieve the appropriate level of risk to meet the return
targets, rather than for speculative purposes. The Corporate Fixed Income Composite includes all fee-paying portfolios managed on a discretionary basis according to the applicable composite strategy except as
otherwise excluded herein. The Firm maintains a list of composites and descriptions, a list of limited distribution pooled funds and their descriptions, and a list of broad distribution pooled funds, all of which are
available upon request.

If the significant
cash flow was client-directed requiring security liquidation that materially affected account management, the Firm removed the account the month of security liquidations. The account was reinstated to the
composite once the portfolio manager determined the flow had not impacted the management of the account and the account was invested as per the strategy. Additional information regarding the treatment of
significant cash flows is available upon request.
